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How to Measure Standing Rigging

2. Label all wire segments indicating their position. For example, port upper shroud (fig 3) or forestay (fig 1). See rigging diagram la-
beled Continuous Rigging on page 5.

3. Unstep the mast and remove the rigging from the boat.

4. At this point many of our customers choose to ship their rigging to our shop in Miami Florida where we will duplicate it exactly. This 
is our highest recommendation to make sure your rig fits properly. If you would like to measure your rigging yourself proceed to step 5.

5. Find a flat surface large enough that you can fully stretch your rigging out for measurement.

6. Lay out the wire and attach one end of your wire segment to a secure fixed point. You can use a large nail or screw on the dock.

7. “Stretch” the wire straight and ensure there are no bends in the wire. You may need to apply pressure to “stretch” the wire straight, 
you may find it helpful to use a line or block and tackle.

If your rigging terminal contains a pin remove the pin and use this as your attachment point. This also serves as your pin center 
measuring point.

8. Using a fiberglass or steel tape measure, measure the distance from pin-center to pin-center or bearing point to bearing point as 
applicable. It is important to use a tape measure under tension and that does not stretch.

9. Record your measurements in our handy Standing Rigging Order Form or email your specifications to us at sales@sailingservices.
com. We will review your specifications and send you a bid for your rigging project.

We highly recommend you hire a professional rigger if you are not familiar with this process. We do support educated do-it-yourself 
sailors if you are confident and understand the rigging process. Many of our do-it-yourself customers with continuous rigs order their 
rigging with a swaged terminal at the top of the mast and a Sta-Lok or Hi-Mod mechanical fitting for the bottom so they can fit the 
rigging on site. Please feel free to contact us with any questions; our highly experienced staff is here to help. Please contact us before 
you take your rig down to ensure your measurements are taken properly.

1. With the mast and rigging still standing and set to its normal sailing positions, tape or 
mark all the threads of the studs where they exit the turnbuckles. Make sure your turn-
buckle is centered between the studs for accurate measurement. It is important to do this 
while the mast is still up and set for normal sailing as this will be the base line to produce 
your new rigging.

KOS Compact Strand Wire - Type 316SS
Compact Strand wire shares the same basic construction as 1x19 wire, however the 
wires are compacted via a cold deformation process which reduces the diameter of 
the wire by passing through a die or rollers. This process increases the metallic 
cross section of the strand, extends the area of contact between the 
wires, distributes tension more uniformly to the wires and makes 
the surface of the strand smoother and more regular. Compact 
strand wire is stronger than conventional 1x19 wire and has less 
stretch. A special process is necessary to swage compact strand 
wire and mechanical terminals require specific cones or wedges.

1. Unravel the wire.
Slide the socket end over the wire and unravel the outer strands (one strand at a 
time) 2-3 inches exposing the center core. Slide the wedge over the central core, as 
shown.

2. Reposition the outer strands.
Twist the wire so that it reforms around the wedge. Insure that the strands protrude 
1/8” (2-3mm) from the eye of the wedge.

3. Push the socket over the wedge.
Individual strands should not overlap! Make sure the strands are evenly spaced 
around the wedge. Do not let a strand slip into the slot in the wedge.

4. Initial forming process.
The initial forming process begins when you start screwing the terminal and socket 
together. Do not overtighten! When you bottom out - stop!
Unscrew the fitting to ensure that the strands are evenly formed around the wedge. 
There should be no overlapping strands and the slot in the wedge should not have 
any trapped wire. The wedge must compress! The slot must be clear for tightening!

Tip: Use a screw-
driver to pry strands 
loose one at a time.

Tip: Push the socket towards the end of the wire 
while repositioning strands.

Important! Put a couple of drops of Loctite on the starting threads when first assembling 
the terminal. The Loctite will act as a lubricant and ensure that the threads will not gall. 
Loctite will also ensure that the terminal will not loosen after the final assembly. See pg 20 
for Loctite. 

5. Final assembly.
Fill the cavity of the terminal’s body 
about ½ full of Life Caulk and place a few 
drops of Loctite on the threads. Reassemble 
the fitting and tighten to the point of bottoming out. Do not overtighten!
Overtightening will damage the threads and wire, and may render the terminal 
impossible to reuse at a later date.

Rules of thumb for cable railing:

• End posts should be able to support 
350lbs per the number of cables.

• Space cables at 3” on center to meet 
4” sphere test.

• Minimum hole size to pass stud 
through stanchion is 3/8” for 1/8” 
and 3/16” cable.

• Maximum span between stanchions: 
4’.

• Maximum length of runs is 25’ to 50’ 
depending on fittings used.

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Useful Information

Pythagorean Theorem
The square of the hypotenuse (the side 
opposite the right angle) is equal to the sum 
of the squares of the other two sides: 

                           a2 + b2 = c2

This is very useful to riggers and sailmakers. 
For example, if we know the “I” and “J” 
measurements of a boat we can use the Py-
thagorean Theorem to estimate the length 
of the forestay.
